The Rule of 20

The Rule of 20 is to assist you in deciding whether to open
hands in first and second seat which are border-line in
strength. The formula is: Add your HCP to the length of
your two longest suits. If the total comes to 20 or more,
open the bidding. Eg A AJ72 »73 ¢KQJ32 %94

Open 1e: 11 (HCP) +5(e)+4(v)=20

Sometimes a hand is not suitable for this rule eg 4QJ vK
+¢Q8732 %Q10854.

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Solution to I Love Statistics

You would probably like your chances playing a 7H
contract with these cards, despite having only 11 tricks
from high cards. Surely the extra tricks can be obtained by
ruffing two spades?

If they don’t break, one’s confidence takes a slide. There is
a danger that spades will be overruffed (or pre-ruffed).
Indeed we transcend this threat only if the dangerous
defender has 4+ spades and 1+ diamonds with his long
trumps (21.6%) If trumps are 4-0, he also needs 1+ clubs
(2+if a club is led), so this 21.6% chance drops very
slightly.

Overall our chance of 7H is about 62%. I wonder how
many readers would have put the chances of failing in this
“no-loser contract” at nearly 40%.
